PAPER  Requirement

In-Depth Analysis. 
Write a critical essay that looks at a French or Francophone film in depth. The movie cannot be one screened in this course, but must still relate to a larger theme encountered in the materials. A list of suggested French films is available in the LLC. Your analysis should examine the conjunction of film form and relevant socio-historic trends.

· In your introduction, make sure to let your reader know which subject you chose.

· If you are choosing the In-Depth Analysis, make sure to be clear with which theme, from the movies we watched in class, you are connecting your movie of your choice.

· There is no need to write a summary of the movie we watched in class.

· There is no need to write a whole summary paragraph of the other movie: it can be replaced by 2 or 3 sentences.

· Don’t forget to write your conclusion. You can include the reason you chose these movies or this theme.

· Annotated bibliography. Use the library to find at least 5 sources that support your argument or shape your project. They can be books, Internet links, newspapers… Create and include a bibliography in MLA format that lists your sources at the end of the essay. Do NOT use Wikipedia.

· In your essay, make sure to include sentences from your sources.
