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Planning Worksheet: Internet Resource Guide

Complete the following questions to help you plan your Internet Resource Guide. I will review your worksheet. The worksheet will be graded as part of your class participation grade. 

1. Describe the audience for your guide. Will it be simple and homogenous, or complex and heterogeneous? How might your understanding of audience affect how you write the guide?
The audience for my guide will be for first-year engineering students who are not sure of the particular discipline they would like to specialize on. Specifically, the guide will provide an overview of the major courses in electrical engineering that are being offered at the Penn state university. I intend to develop a homogenous guide that will be easy for the freshmen students to understand. The development of the guide will be influenced by my experience as a freshman whereby I was undecided on the particular major to choose. Thus, I can comprehend the information that the target audience desires to hear as it will prove vital in their choices.
2. What problem of your audience might you address by writing the guide? 
The guide aims to provide a preview of what should be expected from the Electrical Engineering curriculum at Penn state university. Often, the freshmen are undecided as they are presented with multiple options from which to choose from their desirable major of interest. The guide will provide a glimpse of the stipulations within the curriculum thus ease their decision-making process.
