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Typically, people tend to serve themselves based on their individual level of satisfaction. However, different features of the plate ware account to the intriguing concept of its use. Notably, the size of the plate determines the amount of food one serves him/herself. Bigger bowls tend to accommodate more food thus creating the intuition of serving oneself a large quantity. On the other hand, the small size of plate tends to moderate the eating habits of individuals in the course of the meal (Spence, Piqueras-Fiszman, Michel, & Deroy, 2014). 

The Corelle Livingware Winter Frost White dinner plate is manufactured by Corelle Livingware limited. Significantly, the white color of the plate plays a significant role in influencing dinner behavior (Wall Mart, n.d.). In contrast, the material of the plate ware brings about additional cultural presumptions into the picture. Mainly, the plate is made of high-quality ware made from a lining of chip-resistant glass showing high preference. Based on the fact that the material does not seem to erode, the plate presents an attractive concept for its use in meals. The design of the plate ware adds value to the aesthetic feeling of having a meal. The circular shaped plate ware with white color present an intriguing aspect of having a desirable meal. Despite this, its small size modulates the dinner eating experiences and behavior which is crucial. The Livingware collection is manufactured through a hub lamination process that involves creating a break and chip-resistant glass (Wall Mart, n.d.). The process results in lightweight, but incredibly strong glass, that is safe for use in the microwave, dishwasher, and oven (Wall Mart, n.d.). 
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
