So there should be much press in it. Know what the play is all about and who the playwright is. You can get a copy of the play itself to read. You must cite your sources you read as a separate bibliography page MLA format. Write a 2 1/2 page paper typed critical review of the play.In the thesis paragraph be sure to introduce and contextualuzebthe play, the playwright, the local production company and director. Mention that it received many theater awards since its debut. Mention its genre -- comedy, tragedy etc. In the thesis you should also briefly discuss what this play is about and the theme(s) on which it is focused. Then tell your reader what aspects of the play you are going to discuss in detail Some parts of the teatrical production on which you could focus on include the following: Set design/ lighting Make up and costumes Music and sound effects if applicable Characters , cast and acting Writing,/dialogue/Thenes ( chose writing/ dialogue/ themes ) Be sure to discuss how the handling of any of these elements lent Meaning to the play ( in short how does this form or practice contribut e to the content)? THIS IS A VERY IMPORTANT DIMENTION of critical assessment .In your conclusion be sure to discuss: What makes the themes of Charles III so relevant today? What insights into modern society and human nature does the play give us? TIPS : Say what the gist of the play is on your thesis, But please DONT take up precious space summarizing the plot. EDIT and REVISE for Clean delivery. Check spelling and grammar.
