COMPLAINT
Comes Now the plaintiff, Justin King, by and through his attorney, states as follows:
PARTIES AND JURISDICTION 
1. Plaintiff, for all times mentioned herein, was and is a resident of Cook County, State of Illinois.
2. The defendant is a corporation with its principal place of business in County of St. Louis, State of Missouri and carries on business in the State of Illinois.
This court has subject matter jurisdiction over the claims presented in this complaint under 28 U.S.C. § 1332 because the plaintiff is a resident of Illinois and the defendant is a citizen of Illinois, and the amount in controversy exceeds $75,000, exclusive of fees and costs.

Personal jurisdiction and venue are proper in this District pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1391 because the acts of the defendant caused harm to the plaintiff in Ford County, in Paxton, of Illinois. 
COUNT I:
On or about 8th April 2004, plaintiff, musician.

On the occasion in question, the defendant, Anheuser-Busch Companies, Inc., exercised some negligence by not ensuring that the materials he was transporting using the truck are not loosely packed.
The accident comprised of the truck driver and a motorist. Both motorists were riding on the same road south of 57 at Interstate. The truck driver signaled to the motorists by flashing the headlights to allow him to pass. This made the motorcyclist move from the left lane to the right lane to allow the truck to pass. After passing the truck, some loose beer crates fell from the truck on to the motorcyclist’s lane resulting to the motorcyclist losing control hence veering off the road leading to the motorcyclist hitting the truck at the back. It is as a result of this accident that has led to the current state of the motorcyclist.
Defendant had a duty to ensure that all materials that he is transporting are tightly packed in order not to cause any accident while on the road.
Defendant breached the duty of due care by not ascertaining whether the materials being transported are well and tightly packed not to loosen and cause damages while on transit.
As a direct and proximate cause of defendant's negligent activity, as set forth above, plaintiff has incurred the following expenses for medical care and attention:

$145,000 in medical bills and over $100,000 more in future medical bills, with plastic surgery and counseling.
DEMAND FOR JURY TRIAL
Plaintiff demands a trial by jury.

PRAYER FOR RELIEF
WHEREFORE, plaintiff requests judgment against the defendant as follows:

General damages in the sum of $245,000;

Interest on such damages awarded as allowed by law;

Costs of suit; and

Such other and further relief as the Court may deem just and proper.
