AFFIDAVIT FOR SEARCH WARRANT

No. 2019/23/445
Affiant, being duly sworn, upon his oath, states that I have reason to believe that on the following described premises 1106 SE 9th Ave. in Sunnyville there is now being concealed:

a) A handgun, possibly a Colt 45, used in an armed robbery and murder;
b) Wallets and cellphones belonging to Luke Roberts and Liam O’Neil;

c) Possibly other stolen electronic and digital devices, wallets, and money.

The facts tending to establish the foregoing grounds for issuance of a Search Warrant are as follows: There was a 911 call of an armed robbery at 201 SE 2nd Ave. at around 2200 hours on March 12, 2014 n which Luke Roberts was killed, Liam O’Neil pistol-whipped, and both were robbed off their wallets and cellphones. O’Neil was able to identify the suspects and their vehicle. As a result, Keith Hopkins and Steve Chapman were arrested on suspicion of aggravated murder contrary to Utah Code § 76-5-202; armed robbery contrary to the Utah Code § 76-6-301; and aggravated assault contrary to Utah Code § 76-1-601(5), and brought to the station for interviews.  
Keith Hopkins made some voluntary incriminating statements in the first interview and confessed that the he had hidden the stolen property from both victims at his house; in a laundry basket in his bedroom, and that the first suspect had hidden the gun used in the robbery in the attic of the house under the insulation. There is a high likelihood there could be additional evidence in the house. Further, Hopkins was observed deleting messages from his phone prior to the second interview and can, therefore, have directed a third-party to either tamper with or eliminate the incriminating evidence.
