Phil 1062 Homework Grading Guidelines


Homework assignments are graded on a 12-point scale, with each of the four required paragraphs worth between 1 and 3 points.


For each paragraph, you will receive 2 points for a “satisfactory” job, 3 points for an “excellent” job, but only 1 point if your paragraph “needs improvement.”  For each paragraph specifically:

· 3 points – clear, concise, and thorough explanation of element from assigned reading; clear, concise, and thorough application of that element to that day's film; no extraneous discussion or summary; insightful comments about specific points.

· 2 points – clear attempt to explain element from assigned reading; clear attempt to apply that element to that day's film; some extraneous discussion or summary; some insightful comments about specific points.

· 1 point – confusing attempt to explain element from assigned reading and/or element not actually present in pages assigned; confusing attempt to apply that element to that day's film and/or subject not actually present in film assigned; few insightful comments about specific points; extraneous discussion or summary.

Please note: you are not required to provide an introduction or a conclusion to your paper, just four paragraphs of analysis.
