Summary of the Meeting Report

Quarterly Philadelphia Local Emergency Committee (PLEC) happened on Thursday, February 6th, 2020, in address: Tanner Industries Inc. 735 Davisville Rd. Southampton, PA 18966. The meeting was for one hour, divided as the following agenda per minutes:

1- Welcome and Introductions by David Binder. For 5 minutes
He welcomed us, introduced PLEC and explain about the building, and pointed out that no hazardous materials around the meeting place. Also, he mentioned this meeting had no presentation in contrast with the previous meetings. then we introduced ourselves.

2- Meeting Objectives by David Binder. For 5 minutes.
2.1. Review and approve minutes from October 24th meeting.

3- Issues Reviewed by David Binder. For 5 minutes 
Minutes for the earlier meeting of 24th October were approved.

There were visiting students from Jefferson University and University of Pennsylvania.
4- Update on Emergency Response and Regulatory affairs by Brian on behalf of Lt. Steve McIntyre. For 5 minutes.
Emergency response cases and inspections since the beginning of the year were reviewed. In total there was 25 tier two inspections, 4 emergency responses, MS4 inspections conducted with partners summed up to ten. There were 167 hazardous material response cases in level 1, 2 and 3 with level 1 being minor and level three the major. So far only cases of level 1 incidences have been reported.
5- Update on Facilities and off-site plans by Jon Chase. For 5 minutes.
Invoicing would be done weekly and the first batch had already been dispatched.  ERP would be uploaded after review and confirmation. 

6- Update on Transport by J. Diamond. For 5 minutes.

A recent traffic inspection report was presented.

In the open discussion, tactics on emergency response were conducted to review an emergency response case. It was to compare how things are done are Pennsylvania vs. how they were done in other areas. The case was for a gas and chemical spill (Ammonia) which led to respiratory distress. Suggestions were given on the complaints, what was done wrong and how to improve.

7- Update on Planning and Finances by D. Natale and R. Severio. For 5 minutes.
Project narrative for HMRF grant is complete, it will be uploaded to PIMA by end of the week and the grant received will be used majorly to upgrade PPE. HMEP grant no changes from last year. The grant would be spent on above and below line training, synthetic opioid risk-based response training and air monitoring training. The exact numbers will be reported on the next meeting once all the invoices come in.

HMAU acquired MX908 device for identifying unknown liquid, gases and solids. 

8- Update on Education and Training. No one attended the meeting.
9- Update on Outreach and Public Affairs by Lynn Fisher. For 5 minutes.
Since October 24, 2019, 38 workshops have been conducted, 656 people 23 neighborhoods in Philadelphia police district participated. There was a gas explosion on South 8 street neighborhood, and there is a need to partner with the community since it will be in transition for the next two years. There were significant damage and rebuilding will be required.

10- Open Discussion: OSHA update and other discussion. For 15 minutes by Theresa Downs.

OSHA released its report regarding injuries and amputation. Facilities with a high number of injuries will be put on a watch list and inspections carried out by the OSHA team. The injury tracking application can be found on the website. There will be several campaigns throughout the year.
