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Based on the information which has been presented in the scenario, the presentation which ought to be carried out will be based on a PowerPoint presentation. One of the reasons as to why this will be the chosen visual aid for the presentation will focus on the visual impact it will have on the audience. The PowerPoint presentation will have a substantial visual impact since it will allow me to use various images to show the effect of the traditional policing as employed today and the impact the community policing will have on the community (Perry, 2003).
The images will be highly interactive with the audience and may also show pictures which portray an increase or drop in crime rates in the area. One other reason will be to capture the audience focus through interactivity. The images and other visual cues which will be used during the presentation will help catch the attention of the audience as I highlight the critical aspects of community policing and the impact it will have in the region. The last reason as to why I will use a PowerPoint presentation will revolve around its flexibility since the visual aid will not only be effective but will also have the ability to communicate with the audience regarding the significant issues (Perry, 2003).
The kind of research which would be used to gather information on the impact of employing community policing in the region will be the quantitative research. Quantitative analysis would be the effective methodology which can be used during the study since it will provide statistical data that will outline whether the impact of the community policy has been a positive one or not. The statistical data can be analysed after the collection of data which can be done through the use of surveys or questionnaires. The analysis of the progress will highly focus on statistical data which will be reliable. The data collected and analysed can be portrayed in the PowerPoint presentation in the form of charts and graphs which will show how reliable and valid the data collected is (Creswell, 2002).
